Welcome Back, Readers. 

 

Once again it has been quite some time since our last meeting. A special welcome to all new 

readers. It is good to become acquainted with you and to share our thoughts with you again, or 

for the very first time. What a privilege it is, and has been, to work on this publication, and to 

attempt to give God glory through it. This is exactly why weõre here. To give Him glory. God has 

done so many good things through this publication and its first four issues that I wanted to 

dedicate this issue fully to giving the glory back to Him, recognizing that it is He who provided 

the soil for this newsletter, He who has inspired us to plant our seeds in it, and He who has 

allowed our seeds to grow. The Inklingsõ Seed, if nothing else, is dedicated to that purpose, and 

we all hope that He is receiving all the glory for each of its issues. 

 

We have such a good God. He created us. He made us. He made our world and everything 

around us.  He created all things good, He looked around at everything that He made, and He 

said that it was very good.  

 

Do you not know that we are created for Heaven? 

It is up to us then, whether we live together with God or without Him. What then shall we be? 

Shall we be Godõs holy and immaculate sons and daughters, or terrible, wretched creatures? If 

we are simply to reach Heaven, or to reach Hell; to be known by Him, or rejected by Him, this 

life will precisely determine how we are to get there. The great thing of it is that it is not ðourð 

job to get to Heaven. God desires us to be there. That is, our energies will not get us any closer 

to Heaven if we use them out of our own devices. On the contrary, if we rely solely upon 

ourselves, we will find ourselves heading completely in the opposite direction we had ever 

intended to go. We will find that we have become rather hellish creatures, devoid of God and 

insistent upon our own selves, with our gratification, our energies, our pleasures, our work, and 

our glory. This shall not suffice. 

 

The way to Heaven is cooperation. I say cooperation when in fact at first it appears as if the 

path we are to follow is one of slavery. We must avail ourselves completely to God. We must 

literally become His slaves, allowing Him to have complete reigns over our lives. This is the 

quickest way to Heaven. There is no other way then to entrust ourselves completely to Him, and 

allow Him to lead us there. He is the way to Heaven. But it is cooperation in that we cannot 

allow ourselves to do nothing. We are not asked to be passive creatures who lament life and let 

the world topple over us, or let it pass us by without anything of our own choosing. We are set 

the terrible task of knowing our Maker, and responding to Him. We are required to seek Him out 

and to find how He has revealed Himself to us. We are to grow to know Him, God willing. None 

of it is our own doing, but in doing what He has created in us to do. It is not in our own being, 

but in being who He has created us to be. 

 

And so the question we must ask ourselves is not ôWhat must I do to reach Heaven?õ, but 

rather, ôWhat is God doing, and how may I be a part of it? What does God intend for this world?

Giving Glory to God  

What has God created me for? What has God created those around me for?õ. 

He has divined His great story, and asked of us all to be heroes in His grand tale. He has asked 

us not to create our own new story, to live our own life, but to carry out our role in His, and to 

live and share His life. In this we will reach Heaven. We see then, the way is not in finding glory 

for ourselves, but in giving Glory to God. 

 

How can we who are so small give anything to Something that is so big, so beautiful, and so 

wonderful? To what could we possibly give Him? Doesnõt He have everything?  

 

It seems like quite the task. 

Letõs start small.  

 

First, let us realize the most simple and basic thing. God is Love. From Love God created 

everything; not because He had to, but because He chose to. It is a mercy and a love which we 

can never fully pay back, there is no amount of justice nor reward we can give Him, because it 

is a gift we do not deserve. This is not something to despair over, however, but to rejoice at, 

because it means that He is so wonderful and He loves us so much that He allows us to share 

the gift of His creation. All creation naturally gives Him praise. All creation naturally gives Him 

glory. Simply by being, we are giving Him glory. Simply by living we are giving Him glory, because 

it is to His praise. All the creatures and things He has made do His will and give Him glory simply 

by being what He has designed them to be. First and foremost, we are to be His creatures. 

 

But let us not confuse this with doing and being whatever we please. This does not give glory to 

God, but only to ourselves. When we learn to be, we must learn to be His. We must learn to 

center our lives around Him, not around ourselves with Him as a minor role. He must be our 

focus. He is to be our director and our firm compass. There is no life and no world without Him. 

Nothing can exist without His handõs guidance. No breath may be drawn in the morning, nor 

heavy sigh at nightfall.  

 

And we are to remember that we are Godõs children. We share in the son-ship of Christ. We are 

Godõs sons and daughters. We should thank Him simply because we are His. We should praise 

Him because we are His. In this we give Him great glory. Let us turn our thanks to Him, for He 

has made us, and given us this great gift of life. And let us not stop there. We must also fall 

deeply in love with Him. We must turn our eyes over all His creation and taste and see just how 

good our God is. He is mighty and wonderful. All His works are done with great majesty. We 

should turn our eyes and gaze at His wonders in awe. We should see just how much all creation 

gives Him praise, and turn in praise as well. Loving Him gives Him great glory, for in this we 

return His great gift of love. When God speaks down to us in all His gentle ways and says òI love 

youó, it gives Him such joy when we return His love and say òAmen, Lordé I love you too.ó  

 

But even this is not in itself enough. Where being His creation and returning His love is our first 

calling, it cannot be our last, or else we would be like the other creatures and things He has

created. Our soul purpose would be to be. We would live and die and be no more. But where we 

differ from them is that He has made us in His image. He has created us for Heaven. He has 

given us souls and made us spiritual beings to be like Himself. And as such, our physical selves 

are insufficient. He has created us not only for the earth, but also for Himself.  He has promised 

all eternity to share with Him, and to share in His eternal life. He has created us like Himself, in 

that we also are creatures of love, we also are creatures who create, and build, and think, and 

act. He has put into us the divine sense of Godliness, not to be God ourselves, but to know 

where we come from, and to where we return when we leave the earth He has set us upon. 

Once this short life is over, we are to join Him in Heaven, and thus we must set about the 

process of making ourselves ready to join Him in His eternal dwelling.  

 

And all of that starts now. We must learn to glorify Him in all things now. In His divine life, in His 

divine love we must be purified and made ready. Our selfish wants and needs cannot dwell. We 

must learn to live for Him and to love Him above all things. He is our sole reason for being, our 

reason for living, and the source of our eternal life. We must next give Him that honor that is 

allowing Him to be our everything.  

 

Do we have any good thing? 

It is from the Lord. 

Is anything ours that He has not given? 

No, all good comes from Him. 

 

He has allowed us to partake of Himself and to share in His bounty, the bounty that He has 

sewn, He has reaped, and He has distributed. 

 

And not only  these good gifts, but all gifts, most importantly the gift of Himself. For even as we 

were sinners, He sent His sinless lamb, His Son, to suffer and die for us. When our sacrifices 

were insufficient due to our finite selves attempting to make amends to an infinite God, He as 

an infinite God made the sacrifice for us and died for us to pay our infinite debt. What other 

thing can we do to bring Him glory? Accept, receive, return, and share His love. 

 

We must be windows of Godõs glory. Everything we do must reflect His love. Not that anyone 

would see us, but that they would see Him. We are to fall deeply in love with Him, to learn His 

ways, and to learn His will for us. We are to learn who He has made us, and how we can serve 

Him best. We are to learn His plans for all people to know Him and love Him. And we must 

follow in all His ways, for all of His ways are set up that we might prosper, and we prosper best 

when we obey His ways. He has set us at ôa task that is easyõ for us, and ôa burden that is lightõ 

for us. And yet even here we cannot stop. For while it is our purpose to know Him and love Him, 

He has not put us on this earth alone. Just as we are known and loved by Him, so are we to 

share that love, as it has been shared with us. Just as He has given us good things, so must we

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give good things to those around us. We are social creatures. He has made us to rely upon 

others, and to be relied upon by others. He has made us to share His glory with all of those 

around us, that they might also know Him, that they might also receive His love, and they might 

also glorify Him. When we set ourselves to our day, every task should be bringing ourselves and 

others closer to the Lord. We must emulate Him, and reflect Him. His glory should shine out 

from us through every action, every word, and every thought. 

 

Finally, and most importantly, we must give Him glory in prayer. As we ever strive to center our 

lives around Him, prayer must be the first way to glorify Him, and the last. We must thank Him 

in prayer. We must praise Him in prayer. We must ask of Him in prayer. What gives the Father 

more glory than of being asked for things? This allows Him to answer us, and to provide for us. 

It allows us to admit that we do not, and should not, seek to provide everything ourselves, and 

allows us to leave everything in His capable hands. Prayer shows that we value His will more 

than our own. It shows that He is our Father. In prayer we learn more about Him, what He wants 

for us, and how we can better love Him and serve Him. Through prayer we fall deeply in love 

with Him. Through prayer we catch the greatest of glimpses of the wonder that He is. Prayer 

prepares us for Heaven. It is the work and liveliness of the infinite. We must pray to Him in all 

things; in work and in play; in rest and in busy-ness. We must pray to Him in times of peace and 

in times of trial. In sorrow and in joy, we must learn always and at all times to pray to Him. 

 

In shorté Everything that we do can give glory to God. We must seek to put Him at the center of 

our lives. So long as it is He who is our center, everything gives Him glory. When we finally learn 

this, when we finally learn how to give up everything completely to Him and start to follow in His 

ways, we give Him glory. We must set about now the task that is our immortal life, that is being 

a part of His great story, and sharing in His infinite life. We shall start in prayer, and then in all 

things, from living and speaking His truth, to simply being, to sharing His great love.  In all 

things we must  learn to give Glory to God. 

 

Seize the day, good readers. In this moment, in this day and everyday attempt to give God Glory. 

May God Bless you, and allow you to go with Faith, Hope, and Love.
